Description of Change: To extend the term of the contract and increase the total not to
exceed Contract Price in accordance with the revised Appendix “A”, modifying other terms
as applicable to reflect the multi-year increase in the contract period.

Annual Report: The annual report required by section 1.A.7. will become an annual
requirement due by September 30 of each year.

Time of Completion: The time of completion shall be increased by 3 years. The new
revised completion date shall be September 30, 2012,

Contract Price Adjustment/Compensation and Payment:  As a result of this Change Order,
the total Contract shall be increased by the sum of $126,771.55 which amount the

Contractor acknowledges is full and complete compensation for the Contract Work
including changes incorporated by this Change Order. This Change Order shall not provide
any basis for any other payments to or claims by the Contractor as a result of or arising out
of the performance of the work described herein. The new total revised not to exceed
Contract Price is $169,353.50.

Scction 4 will be replaced with the following:

4. Compensation and Payment

A Compensation for services rendered and all reimbursable costs shall be based on
the District’s share of the actual costs and actual days of service for schools in Grant
County, incurred by NCESD on this project. The District shall pay NCESD, in advance,
75% of the current year’s District approved budget. The budgets for the 2010 through
2012 NCESD fiscal years and the cost allocations to the District are detailed at Appendix
A. Any remaining amount due for each fiscal year will be payable within 30 days of
receipt and acceptance of the annual report. In no event however, shall the total amount
paid to NCESD for services and all reimbursable costs exceed the sum of $169,353.50
unless a Change Order authorizing the same is issued in accordance with Section 5
below.,

AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this&q'kﬁay of ﬁgﬁdz_r, 2008 by and between:

North Central Educational Service District, referred to as "NCESD," located in Wenatchee, WA,
an Independent Contractor hereinafter referred to as “Contractor

and

PUBLIC UTILITY DISTRICT NO. 2 OF GRANT COUNTY, WASHINGTON,
a municipal corporation, hereinafter referred to as "District”

Recitals:

The District desires to obtain assistance with coordination and delivery of educational presentations
on electrical safety, energy conservation and the benefits of hydropower and public power in Grant County
schools for kindergarten through 5™ grade students; and

The District’s representative has reviewed and approved NCESD’s proposal for integrating this
content into the elementary science curriculum, as well as the corresponding materials selected for delivery
in Grant County schools; and

The District's Assistant General Manager believes the NCESD, through its Science Cadre is
uniquely qualified to provide this service; and

The undersigned Contractor is willing to perform professional services on the terms and conditions
specified herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants herein, the parties hereto agree as
follows:

1. Scope of Services

A.  NCESDwilk
1. Through the Science Cadre, provide materials and certified and/or appropriately

qualified personnel to present the following electrical safety, conservation and
hydrologic cycle information to students in kindergarten through fifth grade:

a) Kindergarten - Mouse House Surprise unit on basic electrical safety, energy
conservation and parts of systems. Each classroom receives a teacher big

book, individual take-home student readers and training for reinforcing the
desired science concepts.

b) Grade Two — Energy unit. A 30-minute assembly for all second grade students
intreduces the concept of energy and energy transfer, a K-2 Grade Level
Expectations (GLE). Students leam how energy users manipulate sources of
electricity to create energy products through a hands-on presentation. The
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Energy Elves kit provided to each teacher and student materials reinforce
assembly concepts.

¢) Grade Three or Four (depending upon individual school needs) ~ Electrical
Safety program. A one-hour program delivered to each third or fourth grade
classraom introduces hydroelectric power generation and critical electrical
safety information. Classrcom wall charts and student materials reinforce

program concepts.

d) Grade Five — Sources of Energy program. Each classroom teacher receives
materials and training for this research-based activity in which students gather
information and report to their class on various methods of electrical energy
productions. A hands-on solar oven activity is included.

Provide sample copies of all materials to be utilized in the program to the District
representative.

Schedule classroom and faculty meeting presentations early in the school year to
increase value of District funded programs to educators and their students. Every
effort will be made to link the timing of grade level activities with classroom
curriculum on related topics. Once established, NCESD staff will provide the
District representative with a schedule of classroom presentations and updates as
they occur.

Invite private schools not previously scheduled and interested home-scheoled
families to participate in activities scheduled in their public school district.

Hold an annual meeting to discuss program accomplishments with NCESD
Science Cadre staff members and representatives of the funding public utilities,
including the District’s representative.

Provide monthly reports via email outlining schedule and program delivery
updates.

Provide a detailed annual report by September 30, 2009 with a list of actual
expenditures for the program and the District’s allocation of costs in accordance
with Appendix A. The annual report will outline the electrical energy activities
delivered at each school in Grant County and will include (as a minimum) the
following topics:

a) Activities offered at each grade level

b) Delivery mode (direct instruction or “train the trainer”; individual
classrooms or large group assembly),

¢) Curriculum/materials supplied

d) Faculty presentations

e) Assessment tools

f) Specific information about districts, schools, classrooms

g) Students reached at each grade level

h) Educator feedback organized by grade level/activity.
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8. Partner with Grant County school districts to develop additional programs for
consideration by the District and the Science Cadre partners as required to meet
emerging needs.

Independent Contractor

A.

Term -

The Contractor shall operate as, and have the status of, an independent contractor and
will not be an agent or employee of the District nor will it be entitled to any employee
benefits provided by the District. All the Contractor’s activities will be conducted at its
own risk and be in compliance with all federal, state and local laws.

The Contractor shall perform its services with the level of skill, care and diligence
normally provided by and expected of professional persons performing services similar
to or like those to be performed hereunder. Contractor understands that the District will
be relying upon the accuracy, competency, credibility and completeness of the services
provided by the Contractor hereunder and that the District and its customers will be
utilizing the results of such services.

Compensation for services rendered and all reimbursable costs shall be based on the
District’s share of the actual costs and actual days of service for schools in Grant
County, incurred by NCESD on this project. The District shall pay NCESD, in advance,
the sum of $31,936.46, which is 75% of the current year’s District approved budget. The
approved budget for the 2008-2009 NCESD fiscal year and the cost allocations to the
District are detailed at Appendix A. There shall be a true up following completion of the
services in accordance with the provisions of Appendices and any remaining amount due
to NCESD or refunds owed by NCESD will be payable within 30 days after the
District’s receipt and acceptance of the annual report described in Section A (7) above.
In the event NCESD fails to provide the final report by September 30, 2009, the NCESD
shall immediately refund the District any amounts due as a result of the true up and
NCESD’s failure to provide the final report.

In no event shall the total amount paid to NCESD for services and all reimbursable costs
exceed the sum of $42,581.95 unless a Change Order authorizing the same is issued in
accordance with Section S below.

C. Any unspent funds identified in the annual report, will be refunded to the District within
30 days of the issuance of the report by NCESD.

Change Orders

Except as provided herein, no official, employee, agent or representative of the District is
authorized to approve any change in this Contract and it shall be the responsibility of the
Contractor before proceeding with any change, to satisfy himself that the execution of the written
Change Order has been properly authorized on behalf of the District. The District’s Manager,
Assistant General Manager and Division Directors have limited authority to approve Change
Orders. The current level and limitations of such authority are set forth in District Resolution
No. 8247 which may be amended from time to time. Otherwise, only the District’s Board of
Commissioners may approve changes to this contract.

Charges or credits for the work covered by the approved changes shall be determined by written
agreement of the parties and shall be made on Change Order form as reflected on Appendix B.

When a change is ordered by the District, as provided herein, a Change Order shall be executed
by the District and the Contractor before any Change Order work is performed. The District shall
iable for a Contractor, or claims arisi m, for Change Order w
which is not first authorized in writing. All terms and conditions contained in the Contract
Documents shall be applicable to Change Order work. Change Orders shall be issued on the
form attached as Appendix B and shall specify any change in time required for completion of the
work caused by the Change Order and, to the extent applicable, the amount of any increase or
decrease in the Contract Price.

Taxes
A. Except for the Washington State retail sales tax and local sales and use taxes as may be

levied upon this Contract, pursuant to RCW Chapters 82.08 and 89.12, the Contract
Price includes and the Contractor shall have the full exclusive liability for the payment

of:
